DRAMA FINAL PROJECT – SEMESTER ONE – semester ends January 24

Lip Sync/Music Video Presentation
You and your group will perform a lip sync to the song chosen by your group!  Your group will discuss the song, discover its meaning, decide on costumes (related to your song/era), and create choreography to perform with your “singing.  We will be working on this project for the next two-and-a-half months…but that’s only about 15 days of class time.  It is mandatory that you and your group meet outside of class – lunch, before/after school, etc. – in order to practice.  It is truly the only way that your group will be ready to perform in June.  

To start – you’ll need music and a band name.  Your group should discuss and agree on four songs together. You’ll also need a band name – be creative.  The songs you choose have a few criteria: 1) They must have been written before 1990; 2) The songs must be between 2:30 and 3:30 long (aim for 3 minutes…); 3) The songs should be full of lyrics, and not so much ‘downtime.’  

Your lip sync PERFORMANCE is worth 175 points, and is graded on the following criteria

TIME: 25 points.  You will have a total of 7 minutes for your performance. That includes set-up, performance, and conclusion.  You must be in costume before class begins; 
LIP-SYNC: 50 points. Your song is from before the 1990s.  You must show that you have complete knowledge of the lyrics you are “singing,” including starting and stopping in proper time with the actual song’s lyrics.  This gives the proper illusion that you are really singing the song. 
CHOREOGRAPHY: 50 points.  You MUST move in time with your group, as noted in your choreography planner.  The moves must help tell the story, and should represent the song in an original way. This requires practice, practice, and more practice.  The more often you and your group are in sync with each other, the higher your grade. This will require practice outside of class.

COSTUMES and PROPS): 50 points.  You MUST perform your lip-sync in a costume that is appropriate for the artist and/or style of the song you are imitating.  Props may be necessary to help the audience understand the story or theme of your chosen song.
Your project also includes written information about your performance and the song you have chosen.  Each paper must be worked on by the group – all names should be on the paper.

Performances will be on January 17 (B) and 21 (A). Sign-ups will be on Dec 19 (A) and Dec 20 (B), for groups who have submitted ALL parts of their COMPLETED LIP SYNC PLAN (in the schedule above).  Even if you are absent, your plan must be in by that date. If you do not turn in a complete plan, you will not be performing a lip sync – a grade of 0.  If you come to your performance day without your costume, you will not perform and will earn a grade of 0. 
It is very important that you are present on your assigned performance date.  There is NO opportunity for make-up performances.  If your group has to go on without you, you will earn zero points for the project.  If you do not have your costume, you will not go on and will earn zero points for the project. 
If you plan carefully and are specific and prepared, essentially, your grade is in your hands.  The most important part of this is to be creative and have fun!!!
