ALLITERATION – ALWAYS AN AMAZING ACHIEVEMENT

“Alliteration” is the repetition of beginning phonetic sounds…not just the letters!

This repetition gives a poem (or a story) an interesting sound, and engages the reader with a unique pattern.  

For example:  The carefully creeping cat quietly catapulted across the crosswalk towards the crafty crustacean, carefully capturing the crab in its claws. 
Any tongue twister is also enhanced by alliteration: 

She sells sea shells by the sea shore.

Peter Piper picked a peck of pickled peppers. 

Your assignment 
Create two examples of alliterative sentences.  They should be very descriptive, and should use creative words and phrases to get the point across.  Try to make them as long as possible WHILE still making sense. 

· Both sentences will use consonance – the repetition of the beginning phonetic sound.  
· At least 15 words – more would be better. 

· 75-80% of the words MUST begin with the chosen phonetic sound. 
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
