DIAMONTE POETRY – THE WORLD IN BALANCE

A DIAMONTE poem is one that follows a specific pattern (structured poetry). 

Also – once the poem is completed, the lines will form the shape of a diamond.
First you must choose two things that are complete opposites: apples and oranges, dogs and cats…that sort of thing.  Then, using our format, add descriptive lines to complete the poem.  Your poem begins and ends with your two items – the interior lines help the reader visualize the subjects. In addition – you may NOT repeat any words or word forms – each word must be unique.
